As a Liver Transplant Social Worker, I am frequently reminded of the 
critical shortage of organs, tissues, and eyes available for donation. There 

are more than 96,000 patients  in the United States awaiting 
transplantation and more than 7,000 are Texans.  Every 13 minutes , a 
new name is added to the national transplant waiting list.  Every day, 17 

people  die waiting for a life-saving organ transplant.  I urge each of you to 
consider the option to register to be a donor.  Signing up is easy and 
takes only about 60 seconds at www.donatelifetexas.org. 

Historically, while signing a donor card and placing the "donor" sticker on 
your driver license served as an important symbol of your intent, it did 
not place you on any official list or registry.  In 2005, Texas joined 40 
other states in the country by creating its own state donor registry.  

Registering to become an organ, tissue and eye donor helps ensure your 
wishes will be carried out after you die.  You have the power to donate 
life. Sign up today to become an organ, tissue and eye donor. Your 

generosity can save up to eight lives through organ donation and enhance 
another 50 through tissue donation.   
Despite continuing efforts at public education, there are many 

misconceptions and inaccuracies about donation.  It is a tragedy if even 
one person decides against donation because they do not know the truth.  
Following you will find a list of common myths along with actual facts: 

 
MYTH : If I am in an accident and the doctor and hospital know that I 
want to be a donor, they will not try hard to save my life. 

FACT : Organ, tissue and eye recovery takes place only AFTER all efforts 
to save your life have been exhausted and you have been declared legally 
dead. The medical team treating you is completely separate from the 
transplant team. No one is contacted about your status as a potential 

donor until all life-saving efforts have failed.  
MYTH : I don't need to tell my family that I want to be a donor because I 
have it written in my will. 

FACT : By the time your will is read, it will be too late to recover your 
organs. Registering on this Website and telling your family now that you 
want to be an organ, tissue and eye donor is the best way to ensure that 

your wishes are carried out. 
MYTH : I am not the right age for donation. 
FACT : At the time of your death, the appropriate medical professionals 

will determine whether your organs, tissues or eyes are usable. Organs 

may be donated from newborns on up. Tissues have been recovered from 
individuals into their 80s.  

MYTH : Wealthy people and celebrities are moved to the top of the waiting 
list faster than "regular" people. 
FACT : The organ, tissue and eye allocation and distribution system is blind 

to wealth and social status. The time it takes to receive a transplant is 
governed by many factors, including blood type, length of time on the waiting 
list, severity of illness and other medical criteria. Factors such as race, 

gender, age, income, or celebrity status are never considered when 
determining who receives organs, tissues, or eyes. 
MYTH : I have a history of medical illness. You would not want my organs, 
tissues or eyes. 

FACT : At the time of your death, medical professionals will determine 
whether your organs, tissues and eyes are usable. With recent advances in 
transplantation, more people than ever before can be donors. 

MYTH : Only your heart, liver and kidneys can be transplanted. 
FACT : Organs that can be donated include the heart, kidneys, pancreas, 
lungs, liver, and intestines. Tissues that can be donated include the corneas, 

skin, bone, heart valves, and tendons. 
MYTH : Donation will mutilate my body. 
FACT : Donated organs, tissues and eyes are removed surgically in a routine 

operation. Donation doesn't disfigure the body or change the way it looks in 
a casket. 
MYTH : My family will be charged for donating my organs, tissues and eyes. 

FACT : No costs directly related to organ, tissue or eye donation are 
passed on to the family. A nonprofit organ procurement organization (OPO) 
will pay these costs. 
MYTH : My religion does not support donation. 

FACT : Most mainstream, organized religions approve of organ, tissue, and 
eye donation and consider it an act of charity. 
 

As a Liver Transplant Social Worker, not only am I am frequently reminded 
of the critical shortage of organs, tissues, and eyes available for donation but 
I also am reminded of the hope that transplantation can offer.  But 

transplantation requires the commitment of organ, eye, and tissue donors.

Mortgage scams are on the rise. Frequently, these 

scams are initiated by emails or phone calls. They 

promise things such as better mortgage rates, help 

preventing bankruptcy or foreclosure, or help 

selling your home.  Victims of these scams may be 

asked to give personal and tax information with 

provides scammers with information they need to 

commit identity theft.  Some scammers have 

victims sign what they think are new loan papers 

and instead they are documents that sign over the 

ownership of the property.  Some scammers have 

you pay money up front and promise you they can 

mend your mortgage problems but never follow 

through with the promises once the money is 

paid. 

Be smart and protect yourself from this type of 

fraud.  A good rule of thumb is that unsolicited 

help, whether in person, on the phone, or by mail 

should be fully researched.  Do not provide 

personal information to someone that 

contacts you offering help until you have fully 

researched the agency and are sure they are 

a legitimate business. Do not participate in a 

complicated agreement or contract that you 

do not fully understand.  Do not sign 

documents that have blanks that aren't 

completed or include false statements.  

According to the Internet Complaint Search 

and Investigation System (ICSIS), there were 

241 mortgage-related complaints from 

January 1, 2009 to February 26, 2010.   For 

information on avoiding mortgage scams or 

other types of internet crimes, go to 

www.ic3.gov and click on Internet Crime 

Prevention Tips or Internet Crime Schemes.
